Almost 200 Heathcote High Science students participated in
the Australian Science Competition, and once again they have
scored some excellent results. Schools from every Australian
State and Territory compete, along with schools in a number
of other countries.

The schools best result was obtained by Michael Tuovinen
of Year 12, who scored a High Distinction, an incredible
performance as students have to finish in the 99th percentile,
i.e. they have to be in the top 1% of NSW! Another notable
performer from Year 12 was Alexander Ewings , who scored
a Distinction with a percentile rank of 98 - so close!
